MINI-GRANT PROGRAM


The Board of Directors of the Charles City Excellence in Education Foundation has established a Mini-Grant Program for staff and students of the Charles City Community Schools.  


The mission of the Charles City Excellence in Education Foundation is to support the Charles City School system by providing enhanced opportunities for students and staff through grants, scholarships, and support for special projects.

The Foundation will use the information you provide on the attached application form for grant consideration. The application must be submitted by the date due.  Applications should be mailed or delivered to Andy Pattee, 500 N. Grand Ave, Charles City, IA  50616. If you have questions please call: Andy Pattee 257-6500
The Foundation will review each application based on the following criteria:



1. Is the description of the proposed project clear?


2. Are the objectives clearly stated?  Are they realistic and worthwhile?

3. Are the procedures to be followed clearly described?  Are the methods, needed
materials, resource personnel, a tentative schedule, and completion date


specified?

4.  Are the plans for evaluating the project suited to the nature of the project?

5. Is the budget request reasonable and sufficiently detailed?  Are funds available from


other sources?

6. Is the proposed project innovative?  Is this a new project or similar to other projects in


progress?

7. Does the project have promise of benefiting students in the school in which it is being


conducted or the system as a whole?

Applications will be reviewed on a competitive basis with a limited number of awards being made.


There are two types of mini-grants available and they are as follows:



1.  Classroom Project - projects that nourish students’ curiosity




and challenge their intellect beyond the normal classroom learning.

2. Student Opportunity – opportunities to enhance student learning.


Only current teachers, staff persons, or enrolled students within the Charles City Community School District may submit a mini-grant proposal.  The signature of your building principal acknowledging that he or she has been informed of your application for the mini-grant is required on the application form.  The signature ensures that the appropriate administrative personnel are aware of your submission of the grant application.  


After review, the Foundation will take one of four actions: (1) approve the application for funding, (2) return the application with suggestions for resubmitting, (3) reject the application, or (4) Grant a modified request.  Requests up to $1000 will be considered.

Please follow the sequence of questions below.  Please submit application in typed form on separate page/pages. We request no more than five (5) pages including all attachments.

Also please answer the following questions:

1.  How will this project enhance student learning?  How is this project consistent with the district’s goals and objectives?

2.  How many students and classrooms will benefit from this project?  List grades, ages, specific school and room.

3.  List the dates the project will begin and end.  How will there be any carryover effect into the future.

4.  Detail your budget request.  All information should be specific and not generalized.  Grant funds must supplement, not replace, state and local school funding.  Expenses incurred before application will NOT be reimbursed.

5.  Are there matching funds available?  Have you requested any other types of funding for this project?

6.  Student applicants should also describe the learning opportunity and how it will benefit their school.

A report back to the Foundation Board will be required for all grant recipients at the conclusion of the project.
